Pat Coons:  Parking Pad 6’ off property line – ACC Recommendation Approval
Nancy Norton:  Shed w/out permit – ACC Recommendation Approval
Kimberly Edens/Dallas Hicks:  Designer rock driveway extension – ACC Recommendation Denial 
Tim Eilders:  Concrete parking pad closer than 10’ requirement – ACC Recommendation Approval
Jared Ottley:  Concrete drive extension approx. 5’ from property line (already constructed) ACC Recommendation Approval
Janine Stankevitz:  Concrete drive and Detached Garage – ACC Recommendation Approval
Harold Corbett:  Wants 2 sheds; #1 12x20 #2  12x8 – ACC Recommendation                   Approval
Mitchell Kimbro:  32x14 Shed – ACC Recommendation Approval
Daniel Nabors:  Concrete drive extension closer than required setback – ACC Recommendation Approval
William Smith:  7588 Manatee:  Large detached garage application which had been filed away without “action”.  ACC approved of plans with the with one change.  The tallest peak (height) of the garage is NOT to EXCEED the height of the house.  Mr. Smith agrees to re-draw plans to be in compliance and not exceed this height.
Committee Discussion:  Put article in newsletter and maybe on website pertaining to: REMEMBER TO APPLY PRIOR TO ANY CONSTRUCTION/IMPROVEMENT!
Committee Discussion:  How do committee members and employees learn where all the “wet” “problem” areas are located ????  Request that Billy Neal mark these areas on a map for all to review.
Dumping:  Committee Discussion on what to do with large piles of debris/concrete that has been “dumped”.  Possibilities are:  a) advertise in newsletter for people who would like to earn a little extra cash on weekends……but monitoring may be a problem.  To be addressed at next ACC meeting.
Devries:  Fence constructed without permit on Houston Circle (Palmetto Ridge)   ACC voted to approved the fence based on it conforming to HBTS covenants and looks O.K.

Red Flag Properties:  Billy Neal brought up the idea that we have “red flag” properties.  Those properties that have had problems or are having problems should be “red flagged”.  Committee suggests that a “red flag” folder be created.  To be discussed at next ACC meeting. 
Variance of Lot 42 Block 214 (Woodmont Estates):  Discussion by committee determined that this issue is between the home owner, county, and builder.
Final Check list:  Billy suggests that something be added to the final checklist about “adequate control measures for water run off between properties”.  Architectural employees feel they do not have the “knowledge” to be able to verify if adequate run-off will occur.  Discussion:  Is there something in the covenants that states that the builder is responsible for drainage?  Do we add this to the New Construction Application?  To be discussed again at next ACC meeting.
7271 Manatee:  Landscape ongoing for months.  ACC determines that we send a letter to the owner stating that they have one month to finish landscape improvements and get in harmony with the community.  If landscape can not be completed within that period of time, the bags and supplies must be moved “out of sight” from the road.
6944 Manatee:  Construction stopped for several months, discussion on what we can do about this eyesore at this point.  Committee requests that file be pulled and check with county to get as much information on the status of this home as possible.  Add to next agenda.
Regulation of sheds: It was determined by ACC that a statement needs to be added to the Home Improvement Application pertaining to “all sheds need to have tie downs”.  

Rental Properties:  Maybe put a article in the newsletter about how important it is for homeowners to make their “renters” aware of HBTS covenants.  Homeowners are ultimately responsible for the care of their lots/homes.  It was discussed that we get the front desk to help by making sure anyone who comes in to get a transfer of usage form is also given a set of covenants for the owner to pass on to their new renters.
