Anginita Silver & Terry Hanser:  6628 Indian Street;  Wants to remove a Pine tree, Pour concrete parking pad, and build in a retaining wall.  ACC voted to recommend this be denied to the BOD.  Architectural office called Hansers and told them this will be reviewed by the BOD on Sept. 5th with a recommendation from the committee of denial and invited them to attend the meeting in their defense with neighbor approval forms.

Tanya and James Suter:  6971 Snug Waters Rd.:  Originally applied for approval on Wood shed (Hidden Creek) which was denied by the BOD.  Re-Submitted as Hardi-Plank  which was again denied by the BOD.  When notified of the boards decision, Tanya called the Architectural office and said that she was given a piece of paper by the front desk stating that Hardi-Plank was acceptable for sheds in Hidden Creek (she does not know where that paper is now).
