Parking Policy:

· Interpretation of #5 of parking policy.  Brief discussion on the interpretation of the #5 of the parking policy was that it pertains to “commercial vehicles/trailers”, it does not mean that you can not park a regular trailer on the side of the house on a solid surface.
New Business:

Denvel Milam; 7625 Larkspur St.:  Letter concerning fence “smooth side out”.  Committee agreed to resolve this issue, if he complies and turns fence around, the neighbor would then be out of compliance.
Tom with Adams Homes:  Called very upset, says we can not force them to go back to homes built since 1991 and install rain sensors. Enforcement of rain sensors prior to letter to builders is not the responsibility of the Architectural department.
Review of Material for next BOD meeting:
Daniel Short; 2046 Everglades:  Wants to install gravel parking pad closer than 10’ side setback requirement.  This was tabled last meeting.  Committee requested that we get the affected side neighbor approval before they would make their recommendation.  Neighbor approval has been received.

Vince Lombardo; requesting setback variance on lot in Hidden Creek.  He does not want to proceed with the expense of house plans (blueprints) until he is given the O.K.

The committee asked Mr. Lombardo to fill out all the variance “package” paperwork (neighbor review forms included) and submit them to the committee for their recommendation to the board.  Variance for 20’ setback to be reviewed after paperwork has been submitted.
