Minutes of the meeting of October 18, 2006 were approved 
 (with minor changes under rain sensors)
Old Business:
Briefly discussed BOD decisions on Variances (from last meeting):  Murphy, Sparks, Cohan, Ransom. Updated forms were reviewed and approved.
Indefinite Parking Permits:  A list of owners/addresses  previous “indefinite” “special” parking permits with current status was supplied to committee members.  Discussion on the different types of parking permits (temporary vs. special) and the question of expiration…….do they expire?
New Business:

1. Parking of trailers on side of home on solid parking pads.  There has been confusion on whether trailers are allowed to be parked on the side of the home with a solid parking surface.  It was brought to the attention of the Architectural staff that #5 on the parking policy states that there are NO EXCEPTIONS to the fact that trailers are NOT allowed.  After lengthy discussion, ACC determined that the current “parking policy” would be presented to the BOD for review before the next BOD meeting.  Along with that, ACC asks the BOD to give their opinion on whether prior parking permits issued (indefinite/special/other) would still be valid.  Lee Gardner agreed to give the information to the BOD for review so they would be “informed” prior to the next BOD meeting on Nov. 14th.  ACC also recommends to the BOD that reference be made to POV’s (personally owned vehicles) not allowed to be parked on the grass.
2. Letter to BOD concerning “permanent enclosure/structures”.  To be discussed by BOD on Nov. 14th.  Lee Gardner agreed to give the information to the BOD for review so they would be “informed” prior to the meeting.
3. Letter to builders concerning “Rain Sensors”.  Approved by committee to send to builders after making minor changes (adding “we” request, and taking out “or concerns at”)
4. Charles Read:  6824 Yorkwood.  Wants suggestion on where he “can” park his trailer.  Committee basically has no suggestions.
Kenny Brown:  6593 Fern.  Installed concrete “strips” to park travel trailer on…..not in conformance with previously approved parking pad which was supposed to be placed by the house.  Committee voted that the strips DO NOT constitute a “pad” and therefore deny approval.

NEW Final Checklist:  The Architectural staff has reservations about signing off on a final stating it has adequate run-off without guidance from the storm water committee.  Billy Neal agreed to give the staff some “on the job training”, staff will contact Billy to set up a time.
Review of Material for next BOD meeting:   
Daniel Short:  2046 Everglades Drive.  Wants gravel parking pad on side of home closer than 10’ to property line.  Has been written up for vehicles parked in the grass.  Committee discussion on whether or not you need a variance for a gravel pad that is closer than 10’.  Committee was unable to come to a recommendation at this time…Architectural staff will advise Mr. Short that the committee needs the neighbor review form from the “affected” side before making a recommendation.
