Minutes of the meeting of October 4, 2006 were approved

Old Business:
Bryant Waldron:  Has two lots, he wishes to create access to back lot.  (Redfield)  Committee requested Architectural office to take pictures of other lots to determine if construction has taken place.  ACC determined that the Architectural office needs to send a letter stating the drive to access the back lot has been denied and if he wishes to re-submit a new application and attend a ACC meeting to answer questions/concerns, he is more than welcome to do so.  If Mr. Waldron decides to re-submit, Architectural office will do further research, ie.  Price paid for lot and surrounding lots/ Who owns surrounding lots/ 2 properties, 2 assessments?/ Wetlands?(talk to builders).
New Business:

Judith Dickens:  7510 Palmetto St.:  Will be at Meeting to answer questions!  Wants to install shed and parking pad.  Two Applications were reviewed for Judith, with her there to help answer questions both were approved.  One was for a shed and one was for a parking pad for trailer (with the agreement to plant shrubbery to help hide pad).
John and Leigh Anne Limousin: 6717 Elbing St.:  Wants to install fence and cut down some trees.  With them present to answer questions, their application was approved. 

Robbins Builders:  7120 Broadmoor St.:  Review  letter   received.  ACC reviewed the letter received from Robbins Builders.  All agreed that they have done what they should have done and case is resolved.  
Architectural Definitions:  By Billy Neal.  Discussion.  Billy Neal will send via email to Lee Gardner, she will make changes and send to all committee members for discussion at next meeting.
Construction Over 1 year time period:  Need to review.  We have SEVERAL that were supposed to be completed in 2005.  Daniele Galluzzo had sent an email to the Architectural office concerning a home on Amhurst Ct. by Gooden Homes that has been under construction for over a year and wants to know when it will be finished.  This brought up the question of all the homes that are past 1 year in construction and what we should do about them.  The ACC determined that the Architectural staff needs to start looking into these cases, oldest first.  Dick Justice offered to help by checking occupancy if needed.  
Crystal Shores Realty (Teresa Smith) letter:  Discussion.  Letter claims we are sending letters based on discrimination.  Letter was read to the committee members just to inform.  
Rain Sensors:  This has been added to forms that will be reviewed at next BOD meeting.  Billy Neal feels all homes built in the last 12 months should have this requirement, and we should go to the builders to ask them to install.  Architectural office will draft a letter to the builders concerning this issue and asking them to comply with state law (including homes built since 1991).  Letter will be emailed to Billy and Lee for review.
Clean Up:  The Arc of Santa Rosa will help to clean litter in Holley by the Sea for a fee.  We will ask them to make a proposal to us…..they will do X amount of work for X amount of dollars.  This proposal can then be reviewed by ACC and BOD.
Additional Membership:  Billy Neal asked the question whether additional people would be considered to join the ACC.  Lee Gardner said new members are always welcome.
