Old Business:
New Business:

Angie Chase: Has problems with neighbor dogs and wishes we would require owner to install a fence, and observe least law. Committee agreed they can not “require” owner to put up a fence and to inform Tim Harrington about situation due to the fact she is threatening to call him.  Have forwarded email to Tim.
James Blaker:  Has boat parked on concrete pavers and has temporary parking permit without expiration date.  After committee discussion, it was determined that the concrete pavers are acceptable and a note will be placed in file stating committee reviewed and determined O.K.
Harold Corbett:  Has two sheds in backyard that have been approved by BOD, but must erect fence across back side of yard by Nov. 27th.  Request is to move proposed fence up from original application due to swale in back.  Committee voted in agreement to allow Mr. Corbett to modify plans to build fence closer to house due to swale in back.  



Edgar Doubleday:  Converted garage into living space.  Committee determined he is not in compliance and Architectural office will send him a letter with copy of covenants about 2 car garage requirement.
Byron Giddings:  Construction has recently been noticed over a year past when permit was approved.  Committee agreed to let them continue to construct as approved and put a note in file.
2482 Houston Circle & House on Frankfort St.: Screened in garage.  Committee feels screens are not permanent and agreed to put note in file stating they are O.K.  


Re-Cap of last BOD variances:  

Kimberly Pearson:  6818 Leisure:  Put fence up without permit, not at recommended 10 front set-back.  ACC reviewed for a second time and are still in favor for approval to the BOD.

Tanya Sutter:  Shed in Hidden Creek not brick or stucco.  BOD approved as Hardi-Plank.

Anginita Silver & Terry Hanser:  Wanted to put concrete slab next to property line.  BOD denied variance and Architectural office will send a letter.

7120 Broadmour:  New construction, owner requests that ground cover be placed on steep slope in front of house instead of sod (too hard to mow).  Committee requests that we have Billy Neal and Hale look at this situation and determine what would be an acceptable solution.  

2501 Crescent Place:  Tiki Hut on back porch.  Owner must fill out proper paperwork for Architectural Approval.

Variances for next BOD meeting were reviewed:
James McNulty:  1883 Commodore Drive;  Constructed drive to fence without permit.  Pad is 7’ from property line.  Committee recommendation is to approve.  Will ask Mr. McNulty to bring neighbor approval form to meeting with him and also come into office to fill out Certification of Compliance.
Jeremy Sparks:  7729 Seaward St.: Has a gravel drive extension which he says was there when our office gave the builder a final.  Committee recommendation is to deny.  Mr. Sparks will be out of town for the remaining days of September, may save for October BOD meeting.
Paul Cohan:  6748 Indian St.:  Wants concrete drive extension closer than 10’ to property line.  Committee recommendation is to approve.  Architectural office to verify that renters are on both sides and ask him to come into office to fill out certification of compliance form.
John Parker:  1927 Iris Lane:  Wants concrete drive extension closer than 10’ from 

property line.  Committee recommendation is to approve.  Architectural office will get better picture of house showing right side better and ask for neighbor review forms.  Temporary parking permit was approved.
James Bowling: 2356 Citrus Dr.:  Has boat placed on grass, with each tire on a 2x2 cinder block on side of house.  ACC requests BOD to make a decision on whether individual pavers/bricks under the wheels constitute a parking pad.  Committee recommendation is that this is not an acceptable parking pad.
