Minutes Approval:
Minutes of the meeting of June 7th, 2006 were approved with a comment, on the last statement of the minutes. Billy Neal and Dick Justice do not recall the question being raised “if variances are received in the Architectural office between now and the next BOD meeting, can they go directly to the Board? Or do they need to wait and be reviewed by the ACC at their next meeting”? All agreed to send to the BOD meeting. The ACC determined that there was a misunderstanding. 
Guest:  Charles Brownell was present to discuss his application for a propane tank to be placed in his back yard to use for a generator.  After discussion, the ACC determined they would approve his application to install a propane tank in his back yard at 6681 Hartland.
Old Business:
-Split Rail Fence:   Lee Steinert states his concerns with these types of fences, they should all be removed.  Fences are not allowed in front yards and all the way to the road.  Fences that are past the front of the house and through the swale are not safe.  Lee Gardner states that they should be looked at as a case by case basis.  Discussion.
- Gooden Homes Const.:  6741 Hartland drainage concerns.  Meeting scheduled for Tuesday June 27th @ 5:30 pm.

-Ransom Update:  Endell Stevens states the fence is not 9 years old, it is new and they do not have a variance from the County.  Discussion.  Ransoms have come into Architectural office and filled out applications to:  a) widen driveway to the East side and extend it to the fence  b) concrete large area in backyard  c) lower tree house from 14’ to 10’.  Committee voted to deny all requests until Ransoms come into compliance with the covenants per the board of directors request at the June 13th meeting.

*There was also discussion on 8’ fence by Pilgrim.  Committee agreed a letter should be sent, Pilgrim is to lower fence to 6’ requirement.

-Pippin Update:  Trey Pippin @ 6800 Yorkwood has done improvements without a permit by erecting a fence and widening his driveway on the West side.  He was sent a letter to stop all construction until permit was granted.  The concrete on the West side was then poured anyway.  After Tim Harrington talked with Mr. Pippin, Trey came into the architectural office with applications for improvement.  The applications include requests to widen driveway now on the East side, and put in a shed.  He also filled out an application for the fence that is already erected.   More Discussion.  Committee agrees to deny all requests until further notice.
- Committee members still not coming in to look over applications:  Discussion.

New Business:

-Appointment of “Alternate or Co-Chair” for ACC:  Committee determined in the event the “Chairperson” can not be present for a meeting, the chairperson will select a committee member and discuss issues with them to help them prepare to fill that position during the absence.
Richard Willett; landscape timbers to outline drive to fence ( 2058 Indigo).  Discussion.  Lee Steinert will call Mr. Willett.
Thomas Downing; Landscape Business? (2355 Pineneedle) Committee determined there is not enough evidence to be positive a business is being run out of the residence.  Billy Neal to take pictures if commercial trailers return, and a new violation letter will be sent.
Kelly Furlong – 2066 Indigo; Fence, No Permit, smooth side not out.  Application has been filled out by Mr. Furlong and committee approved with the exception that the fence already erected be changed from smooth side in to smooth side out.  30 days given to correct situation.
William Terry – Shed was originally approved by the BOD as Brick.  Mr. Terry now wishes to get a shed made of galvanized prefab.  Committee voted to tell Mr. Terry he will have to start the application process over and let the board review at next meeting.
Variances for next BOD meeting were reviewed:

Daniel Nabors: Concrete pad approx. 3’ from property line.  Committee recommends request be denied and reviewed by the BOD.  Suggests Architectural office to call Mr. Nabors and request neighbor review of variance forms be filled out and returned to office.  
Phannak Srun:  Fence and Shed constructed without permit, committee recommends approval with the following exceptions:  fence be moved to encompass shed and shed be moved to 10’ requirements.

Mark Heath:  Limestone drive extension/12X20 storage building/Chain link Fence.  Committee recommends all 3 requests be put on separate applications to be reviewed individually.  A)  Gravel drive extension;  recommendation to deny and send to BOD.  B)  Shed; over 100sqft  For board review.  C)  Fence; committee will review application once it is split out on separate request.
Kimberly Pearson:  Constructed fence not 10’ setback w/out permit 

permit. Committee requests Ms. Pearson come in and fill out application for fence, along with pictures for review.
Joseph Fuller:  Parking pad 5’ off property line.  ACC wants pictures before making recommendation.
