Minutes of the meeting of May 3rd  were approved

Old Business:
-Split Rail Fence:   Citrus/ before Woodmont.  After committee reviews pictures of the fence and other fences like it in different areas of Holley by the Sea, Dick Justice made a motion of recommendation that the fence was O.K.  Billy Neal 2nd- All in favor- Motion passed 4-0.
- HBTS enforcement of Sewage: Further discussion on this issue.  BOD said it was not our responsibility to enforce, Billy said maybe further information may help BOD understand the issue. Bigger issue of drainage overall.  Billy suggested maybe a committee member to call county to figure out what to do.  Also call Holley Navarre Water, to find out how many are available but are not hooked up.  Billy feels the BOD is doing some research on the subject.  
New Business:

John Lovering:  Has been approved to put up fence, but neighbor is complaining that he is infringing on her side of the property line.  After much discussion, Billy Neal made a motion of recommendation that if the two neighbors could not work it out between themselves, we would instruct them to call the county.  Dick Justice 2nd. All in favor. Motion passed 4-0.
Michael Short:  Wants to put in concrete driveway extension.  Needs variance from BOD, only 1ft from property line.
Renfroe:  Had put up shed without permit, committee approved application as submitted, permit will be issued.
Phannak Srun:  Shed and fence w/out approval.  After review of newly submitted application, committee found that the shed is in violation of the covenants (only 5’ from side property line) And fence would not have been approved as built (with shed on outside).  Dick Justice made a motion of recommendation to send to board of directors, shed would need a variance and fence would need to be relocated to enclose shed.  Billy Neal 2nd, All in favor.  Motion passed 4-0
Erik Thompson:  upon receiving a violation report and picture from Harold Kruger on a boat parked in his driveway, the architectural office sent him a letter stating he was in violation of the covenants and needs to comply. After receiving the letter, Erik called the architectural office very upset.  The picture had been taken on Friday, the same day he had pulled it out of his back yard to prep it for the weekend.  The boat was put back behind the fence on Sunday upon return.  Erik wants someone from the committee.  The committee recommended Lee Steinert (chairperson) to give him a call.
Parking Problems: Billy Neal presented RV violations on Reef & Botany.  RVs parked in driveways.  Architectural office to follow up.
Gravel Driveways vs. Parking Pads:  Dick recommends bringing the issue of gravel driveways/parking pads to the board of directors and getting a clear definition of each.  Billy 2nds.  All in favor.  4-0
Holiday/Keegan:  Two homes have been found that are occupied but has not gotten a final from the architectural office.  Billy Neal made a motion of recommendation to call the builder and ask if they got a final, if not it must go to the board of directors for action.  Rebecca Ward 2nd. All in favor.  Motion passed 4-0

Lauretta Aiken:  At last BOD meeting, the Architectural Liaison was instructed by the board to send a letter to Lauretta Aiken for her motor home being parked on side of house, do to the fact it was not 10’ back from the front side of the house.  After reviewing the covenants, the architectural office could not find this in the covenants.  The covenants state it must be flush with the front of the house (which this one is).  After committee review, they recommended taking this back to the board of directors for review and proper action recommended by them. (by email)
Cleared Lot:  7251 Frankfort (Sanfilippo)  Back side of lot has been cleared without permission, has not put in sod and irrigation, and has pushed brush onto lot next to his.  Dick makes a motion of recommends this goes to Board of Directors since lot was cleared without permission, pushed brush next door, and runs ATV’s there.  Rebecca Ward 2nd. All in favor.  Motion passed 4-0.
6800 Yorkwood:  Pippin:  Several improvements being made and have been made without prior permission/permit from Holley by the Sea.  Took pictures, was confronted by Mr. Pippin in Architectural office, and took to committee meeting for review.  Committee recommended I (Architectural Liaison) type up exactly what had transpired and send to Board for direction.
