Old Business
Minutes of:   1 May 2006 meeting were approved

Street Signs:  Tim Harrington is working on replacement of all street signs sometime after the July elections.  All signs will be black and white.
New Business

Alther:  Board of Directors voted to ban the Alther family for 12 months from the facility for cutting Oak trees without permission.

-Also discussion on landscaping:  Tim agrees to go by and talk to Mr. Alther concerning his landscape plans and time period to completion.  
2769 Muirfield:  Ronald Bramblett - dirt piles.  Tom Kurz makes a motion that at the bare minimum Mr. Bramblett needs to have the dirt piles spread out on entire lot and if he has any further plans for development he needs to submit them in writing.  Jim Bovard 2nds, all in favor , motion passes 3-0. Architectural dept. to write letter.
2779 Pebble Beach:  Rousell  – Demand Letter; dead spots on grass and flower beds are overgrown.  Committee agrees to have demand letter sent.
2583 Valley:  Paul Ruiz – Boat (has been moved) Karl Knoch will go by and talk to Mr. Ruiz to let him know where boat “can” be parked.
2530 Masters:  Richard Eubanks – Utility trailer in driveway (has been moved)

2743 PGA Blvd.:  James Pisetti - Needs Sod and back yard maintenance;  Committee recommends calling Tim Harrington (since he had last spoke with Mr. Pisetti) and telling him that they wish to send a demand letter.  Tim Harrington showed up later in the meeting and said he would go talk to Mr. Pisetti and to hold off on sending a demand letter until he gets back with the conversation results/agreement.
Karl Knoch requests from committee members to help turn in violations to the Architectural department.  After discussion, committee agreed to have maps of Hidden Creek Estates made up and color coded to split the different “areas” up between them.  Karl will get copies made.

Construction on Muirfield – Blk 317 Lot 14 :  Russell Construction began clearing lot without permission.  Tom VanHoutte and Amy Sears went out and told them to stop all activity until application has been reviewed and approved by committee.  Also, a large “commercial” type sign needed to be removed.  By the end of the meeting, a representative from Russell construction came in with building plans and explanation of what was transpiring.  It was explained to him that we need the application filled out along with $2,000 bond and $400 application fee.  He also agreed to contact the architectural department when house pins were in place in order to do a tree clearing.  Since the meeting, all paperwork and fees have been received by the Architectural office, plans have been approved by committee members, large sign has been removed, and tree clearance has been given.
