




















In addition, currently the ByLaws read:
ARTICLE IX
AMENDMENTS

A resolution for the adoption of a proposed Amendment of these ByLaws may be proposed by either
the Board of Directors or (sic?) the Association or by the members of the Association. Members may propose
such an Amendment by instrument in writing directed to the President or Secretary of the Board signed by not
less than ten (10%) percent of the membership. Amendments may be proposed by the Board of Directors by
action of a majority of the Board at any regularly constituted meeting thereof Upon an Amendment being
proposed as herein provided for, the President or, in the event of his refusal or failure to act, the Board of
Directors, shall call a meeting of the membership to be held within sixty (60) days for the purpose of
considering said Amendment. Directors and. members not present in person or by proxy at the meeting
considering the Amendment may express héir approval in writing, providing such approval is delivered to the
Secretary at or prior to the meeting. Excepi_ Isewhere provided, such approval must be either by:

(a) Not less than 66% (2/3) of the gntire embership of the Board of Directors and by not
less that 51% of the votes of the entire membership of the Association; OR
