The meeting was called to order by Mr. Harrington
Determination of Quorum

Mr. Rogers called roll and Ms Reilly, Ms Gallup, Mr. Harrington, Mr. Rogers, and Ms Gardner
were present.

Proof of Notice of Meeting

Mr. Fowner reported that the notice had been posted and modified to state the meeting date
was the 29th and not the 39th.

Mr. Rogers referred to Article 1, Section 4 of the Association by-laws, where it states that the
President shall not also be Secretary.

Mr. referred to Section 4, the Secretary shall attend to the giving and serving of all notices to
the members and directors.

Mr. Rogers stated that he not having prepared the notice and that the notice was signed by
the President, he finds that the notice that was posted defective with respect to our by-laws.

Mr. Rogers that he had just be handed a notice that he had just now seen for the first time,
also signed by the President where it has an additional item added to the agenda, for which
he was not notified nor did he have any responsibility for preparing this notice.

Mr. Rogers further reported that he had just pulled the agenda that was posted on the
Association WEB site about %2 hour ago and item 1 did not appear on that notice.

Mr. Rogers stated that he found both notices to be defective with respect to our by-laws.

The purposes of this special meeting are to consider voting eligibility of owners who are
delinquent in the payment of any assessments owed to the Association and to consider written
agreements for recall of board members, Tim Harrington, Lee Gardner, Teresa Reilly and Laurie
Gallup. The Board was served with copies of 2,455 written agreements for recall of these
directors on Monday, January 22, 2007 at approximately 8:00 a.m.

The wriften agreements for recall which were served on the Board reflected the following
number of written agreements for each director:

Teresa Reilly 2443
Laurie Gallup 2451

The total voting interests of the Association are 4,722. The number of written agreements
necessary to recall one or more board members is 2,362.

All of the written recall agreements have been reviewed to determine the validity of each in
accordance with the provisions of Section 720.303(10), Florida Statutes, Rule 61B,81, Florida
Administrative Code and other relevant Florida law.

I present to the Board a document entitled “Invalid Written Agreement for Recall” which
contains a summary of the written agreements for recall which should be rejected by the Board
and the respective reasons for such rejection for each.
